Local Histor ic Distr ict Update 
 
  For the past several months a committee created by the Broadway 
board has explored the possible creation of a local historic district.  
Besides information contained in the Broadway newsletter, two 
mailings have been made to gather neighborhood sentiment and to 
give a status report.  In addition, seven meetings have been held at 
which this issue has been discussed, three last November, the annual 
Vision Meeting in February, and three more in March.  The discus-
sions have been lively with many questions asked and opinions ex-
pressed.   
 
  Volunteers have recently passed out a packet of information to 
each homeowner which described the proposal in more detail and 
summarized the questions and answers covered so far.  They have 
also begun collecting signatures in support of the district designa-
tion in anticipation of an application to the City for the creation of 
the district. 
 
  The goal of creating a local historic district has been part of Broad-
way’s master plan for many years and consistently ranks high as a 
priority at the annual neighborhood meetings.  A local historic dis-
trict will help ensure that future exterior changes will be made in an 
appropriate manner as provided in Rock Island’s Preservation Ordi-
nance.  The ordinance is designed to preserve the existing elements 
of a historic district or landmarked property.  It is not a restoration 
ordinance.  It does not require anyone to do anything.  In fact, re-
placements in kind, including replacement of existing artificial sid-
ing or vinyl windows with similar materials, do not require advance 
approval from the Preservation Commission. 
 
  This ordinance will also prevent the building of structures on 
empty lots that do not meet the design standards of our neighbor-
hood.  New homes will have to meet certain mass, siting, and mate-
rial standards.  The preservation ordinance is not designed to pre-
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  The lot at 20th Street and 8th Avenue will once again be trans-
formed into “Broadway Square”  and will feature refreshments such 
as grilled pork chop sandwiches and fresh lemonade, a cake walk, 
and antique cars. The Quad City Radio Group and WQAD-TV are 
media sponsors of the event. 
 
  The Tour of Homes is from 11am to 5pm on Sunday, May 16th. 
Admission on the day of the tour is $10 donation per person. Chil-
dren 12 and under are free when accompanied by an adult. Advance 
tickets can be purchased at a discounted price of $8.00 at any of the 
Quad City area Hy-Vee Food Stores. A $2.00 discount coupon is 
available on Broadway’s website. 
 
  Proceeds from the event will benefit the Broadway Historic Dis-
trict Association, a not-for-profit organization, dedicated to educat-
ing visitors and residents about the history and architecture of the 
neighborhood. The Tour is not handicapped accessible. Interior pho-
tos and video are prohibited.

vent development, but it is designed to help ensure that future devel-
opment is done in a complementary fashion with the rest of the 
neighborhood. 
  
  The issue of infill construction has recently become a heightened 
concern.  Valley Homes is scheduled for demolition within the next 
three years.  The Housing Authority plans to build new subsidized 
rental housing in the very first wave of construction on an empty lot 
on 17th Street.  The Broadway Board recently heard a courtesy pres-
entation of the proposed development and was given the opportunity 
to ask questions and comment on the design. The board has abso-
lutely no authority to require design standards.  If a local historic 
district is created, the Preservation Commission would have the 
authority to enforce those standards.   
  The committee has scheduled one final neighborhood meeting to 
discuss this proposal.  The meeting will be held Wednesday, April 

28, 2004, at 7:00 PM at Broadway Presbyterian Church.  For more
