The an-
nual event gives everyone the opportunity to beat the winter dol-
drums by visiting with their neighbors in Broadway. 

  Linc-N-Arts, the highly successful arts enrichment program held at 
Lincoln Elementary School for the first time last year, returns this 
spring with both familiar features and new activities. 
  Remaining are the purposes underlying the program, which are to 
provide students with rich hands-on experiences in the arts under 
the leadership of local artists, and to strengthen the ties between 
neighborhood and school. Also the same are the groups working 
together to make Linc-N-Arts a success – Lincoln School, the 
neighborhoods of Broadway and Greenbush, and the 
School/Community Task Force of Neighborhood Partners. 
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Linc-N-Arts Activities Slated 



  In keeping with Broadway©s ongoing efforts to help educate resi-
dents and visitors, brass plaques are being sold.  The plaque will 
be placed on the front façade of your house and will display a 
home©s date of construction and early historical information, such 
as original owner or landmark status.

  New to the program is Gloria Burlingame, a visual artist who re-
sides in the Broadway neighborhood.  In addition to her own work, 
Ms. Burlingame has broad experience instructing children through 
Augustana College’s Kaleidoscope classes, the Family Museum of 
Arts and Science, and the Davenport Art Museum.   
  Ms. Burlingame will direct new activities to enhance a theme be-
gun in the 2002 program – to foster an appreciation of one’s sur-
roundings through learning about both the architecture and the so-
cial history of historical buildings in the neighborhood. 
  Lincoln sixth graders will be treated to a four-session art class 
entitled “Ar(T)chitecture” .  They will learn elements of architec-
tural history, especially with reference to homes in the Broadway 
Historical District.  The students will create drawings (blueprints) 
of a home they wish to build, then construct it from cardboard and 
paint it.   
  As a part of their study of the Civil War, Lincoln fifth graders will 
focus attention on neighborhood homes with ties to the Civil War.  
Dean Mathias, Lincoln teacher, will direct the projects with histori-
cal expertise from Jill Doak, city planner.  Mathias also hopes to 
tap the knowledge of current owners of homes from this period and 
others with special knowledge of the history of Civil War era 
homes.  Ms. Burlingame will assist with a coordinated art project. 
  For all primary and intermediate students at Lincoln, Ms. Burlin-
game will expand the neighborhood theme beyond architecture, and 
encourage children to incorporate neighborhood themes of personal 
interest or supportive of classroom studies into the making of their 
own individual collages.     
  A school/neighborhood celebration will be held on Wednesday, 
May 28, from 6:00 to 7:30 p.m. to thank volunteers and to show-
case the art projects created by students during the program.  Stu-
dents and their families, Lincoln staff, and all people living within 
the Lincoln boundary will be invited to attend the free picnic sup-
per on the school grounds, with games and activities for the chil-
dren. 
  Please consider volunteering your time to help make Linc-N-Arts 
2003 a success.  The art activities will occur between 12:30 and 
2:30 p.m., Mondays and Fridays during April and May.  Anyone 
able to participate as a helper on one or more of these days will be 
greatly appreciated.  Artistic ability is not a prerequisite.  People 
whose jobs preclude being a daytime helper are asked to volunteer 
to assist in preparing materials for the art projects or to serve food 
or direct a game at the celebration.

Arts 
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 The City of Rock Island will be accepting applications for its most 
popular rebate programs, Exterior Paint Program (formerly Opera-
tion Paintbrush and Paintworks) and Project Facelift (main thor-
oughfares only), starting Monday, March 10, 2003. The deadline is 
5:00 P.M. on April 4, 2003. These programs offer rebates to owner-
occupied and investor-owned properties for a wide variety of exte-
rior improvements.  
 
 The Exterior Paint Program is available to residents of the City of 
Rock Island whose occupants meet certain income guidelines. Occu-
pants must qualify under federal income guidelines at 80% or less of 
the area median income based upon household size.  For example, a 
family of four would qualify if their combined family income is 
$42,150 or less annually.  Approved applicants are eligible for a 
grant for 50% for paint and labor for finish coat not to exceed 
$5,000. Grants will also be available for lead treatment. 
 
 Project Facelift is available to residents of the City of Rock Island 
whose occupants meet certain income guidelines for exterior im-
provements on main thoroughfares.  Grants of 50% or 75% are 
available and will include lead treatment.  The maximum amount of 
the rebate cannot exceed $5,000 adjusted for lead work.  Improve-
ments could include painting, gutters, porches, window repair, etc.  
If the occupants of the property are over-income based on federal 
guidelines, the property can qualify by meeting the City’s housing 
safety requirements.  
 
 Applications will be available starting March 10, 2003, through 
April 4, 2003 and may be picked up at the Planning & Redevelop-
ment Division at City Hall, 1528 3rd Avenue, Rock Island, Illinois 
61201. Office hours are 8:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M., Monday thru Fri-
day.

Rock Island Accepting Applications for 
Exterior Paint Program & Project Facelift 

Volunteers Needed   
This is one of the five homes on this year’s Broadway Mother’s Day 
Tour of Homes. If you would like to volunteer to help, call Sue Ca-
rothers at 786-5768. 
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  The city has replaced the curbside yard waste collection program 
with two new yard waste disposal alternatives.  Customers who 
prefer a curbside service will be able to subscribe for weekly collec-
tion and customers who prefer a lower cost option may use a new 
drop-off center. 
 
 1.  Subscription service for curbside collection 
 
 To subscribe for curbside pick up service, residents must pay an 
annual seasonal subscription fee of $100.  The yard waste collection 
season is from the first week in April through the first week in De-
cember.  Subscribers will also be required to place an orange, City 
of Rock Island yard waste sticker on each bag.  The new orange 
stickers replace the former yellow stickers.  10 free stickers will be 
given to subscribers.  Bundled brush will be collected for free and 
does not require a sticker.  Yard waste and brush will be collected 
one day per week throughout the season.  Subscription applications 
are available at City Hall, the Public Works Department and on the 
city’s web site.  Residents may also subscribe over the phone by 
calling the Finance Department at 732-2000 or Public Works at 
732-2200, and then mail in the subscription fee.  Subscription re-
quests will be taken starting March 6, 2003.   
 
       The following rules and regulations apply to the subscription 
curbside service: 
 
·  Yard waste (except brush and limbs) must be placed in two-ply 

paper yard waste bags. Gross weight of the bags must not ex-
ceed 50 lbs.   

·  A City of Rock Island Yard Waste sticker must be attached to 
each bag.  Stickers are available at City hall (1528 3rd Ave.) 
and sell for $1.00.  Various retail stores also sell stickers 
(prices may vary).  Residents should purchase 2-ply paper yard 
waste bags at a store of their choice. 

·  Bundled brush will be collected for free. Limbs and branches 3 
inches in diameter or less is considered as yard waste.  Brush 
must be tied in bundles not more than 2 feet in diameter by 4 ½ 
ft. long and weigh no more than 50 lbs.  Only twine or string 
may be used to tie bundles.  No wire or plastic ties. 

·  Yard waste mixed with regular household waste will not be 
taken 

·  Yard waste must be at the regular collection up point by 7:00 
am to guarantee pick-up. 

  The new City of Rock Island yard waste stickers (orange in color) 
will be available at City Hall and various retail stores beginning 
March 5, 2003.  Residents who have old yellow stickers (value of 
$1.50 each) may exchange them for an equivalent value of orange 
stickers (value of $1.00 each) at City Hall only.  Retail stores will 
not exchange yellow stickers for the new orange stickers. 
  Residents who no longer want to use the sticker system have the 
option of returning their old yellow stickers to City Hall. A receipt 
for the cash value of the stickers ($1.50 each) will be issued and a 
check will be mailed out to the resident at a later date.  All sticker 
exchanges must be completed by December 1, 2003. 
       
2.  Yard Waste Drop-off center 
 
  A drop off site for Rock Island residents to bring and dispose of 
yard waste will be located at the Public Works facility, 1301 Mill 
Street.  The site will be open on Saturdays only, 8 am till 4 pm dur-

ing the yard waste season.  The yard waste season goes from the 
first week of April through the first week of  December.  Residents 
will be directed to pull their vehicles adjacent to large containers 
where yard waste may be disposed of.  Residents are responsible for 
loading their own waste into the containers. An attendant will be on 
duty to collect fees. Fees charged at the center will be as follows: 
 
·  Bag or can of grass or leaves -  $1.00 each 
·  Loose grass or leaves  -  $10.00 per cubic yard  
·  (mid size pick-up – 1 cu.Yd., cost $10.00 per load) 
·  (full size pick-up – 2 cu. Yd., cost $20.00 per load) 
·  (Trailers and larger trucks will be measured) 
  Brush and limbs will be taken for free - limit of one pick-up truck-
load per Saturday. 
  If yard waste is mixed with brush, the yard waste fee will apply to 
the entire load.   
 
  The following rules and regulations apply to the drop-off site: 
 
·  Residents may bring yard waste to the site in bags or cans of 

their choice. 
·  Plastic bags may not be thrown into the yard waste containers.  
·  A trash container will be available for the disposal of discarded 

plastic bags.   
·  If residents use two-ply paper yard waste bags, the paper bags 

may be thrown into the yard waste containers. 
·  Yard waste mixed with regular household waste will not be 

taken. Residents may pre-pay for their bags of yard waste by 
placing a City of Rock Island yard waste sticker on the bag.   

·  Residents should use only twine or string to bundle brush.  No 
wire or plastic ties. 

  
Yard Waste definition: 
 
  Grass or shrubbery cuttings, leaves, tree limbs, and other materials 
accumulated as the result of the care of lawns, shrubbery, vines, and 
trees.  Only limbs and branches 3 inches in diameter or less are con-
sidered as yard waste.
